State of emergency declaration extended. Let's stop the spread of COVID19 this time!

The declaration of a state of emergency in Hyogo prefecture has been extended to September 30. Although the number of new infections is on a
downward trend, the average number of infections per week is about 700, much higher than the peak of the fourth wave, and the utilization rate of
critical care beds is over 50%, indicating that we are still in a state of emergency. The threat of mutant strains also continues. In order to contain the

infection, prevent a medical crisis, and protect your loved ones, we ask you to act responsibly once again.

1.Thoroughly countermeasures to control human flow

- In principle, please do not travel across the prefecture unless it is necessary to maintain your daily life and business activities.

+ Reduce the number of times you go shopping or go to crowded places by half.

- Please do not use restaurants that are open outside of the requested shortened hours, offer alcoholic beverages or karaoke facilities, or do not have
thorough infection control measures (such as installing acrylic panels).

+ Do not dine with friends, drink at home, or drink on the street or in the park.

2. Thorough countermeasures against clusters

- Many cases of clusters in workplaces and schools, and home infections are reported. Please follow basic infection control measures such as
wearing a mask (non-woven masks are recommended), hand washing, hand disinfection, and ventilation. If you have fever or other symptoms,
please refrain from going to work or school.

- Please be careful when switching places (cafeteria, break room, changing room, smoking room, circle room, etc.) and always wear a mask to
prevent infection.

- For facilities that a large number of visitors uses, be sure to organize the number of visitors by limiting the number of people, guiding them, etc.

- Please make sure to wear a mask when talking in restaurants.

3.Proactive vaccination

- Most of the people infected with corona are young. Vaccination prevents infection.
- Please do not be misled by false information such as adverse reactions and deaths after vaccination, and actively participate in vaccination based

on accurate information.
